| want to thank all of you for your birthday wishes today.  The words expressed
were very kind and encouraging. To me, they represent more than the traditional
birthday gifts; they are an invaluable present that brings me joy and inspiration.  You
have come in no small number.  Statistically speaking, you represent about .003
percent of the total population of Thailand. It is not that | want to contradict
the one who spoke just now, but there could be some other people who could dispute
that it is the opinion of a mere .003 percent of the people. On the other hand,
you have said that you are the representatives of many groups of people including
associations, foundations, organizations, schools, students of all levels, people of all
sexes, ages, and religions numbering 105 groups in all. I also consider that you have
come as representatives of many others who must share your views.  The limitation
of your number here has been dictated by the limitation of this hall.  Had you come

in full number, this meeting would have been impossible.

What | originally had in mind was to say that Thailand is made up of people
of varying types, age-groups, views and responsibilities, who all have to depend on
one another. No one can exist alone.  Should someone standing here fall, all the
others would likewise fall.  Like now, you are standing close together, and if anyone
falls down or runs amok, the others nearby will all be disturbed. If the fall is due to
exhaustion or a black-out, those who are close by will have to come to his help and

nurse him to regain his consciousness.

But if that person thought he was alone in the world and felt that there should
be a display of gymnastics and stretched too vigorously, there would occur a clash soon
becoming a total free-for-all, since others would also be entitled to fight.  This
building which has been built for receiving guests and for a friendly assembly would,
contrary to this purpose, turn into a boxing ring.  Your coming here to bring your good
wishes and show your goodwill is highly significant, not only because you have brought
me joy, but it is also an omen of togetherness and mutual support shown by all the
representatives of the various associations, organizations, foundations, cooperatives,
establishments of learning of all levels and of all types, as well as from religious
associations and groups. | would like to ask you all to help in the maintenance of
order with a sound judgement for the stability of the nation.  If peace and joy is shown

in this assembly, Thailand will benefit.

What others may say does not matter, whether they say that Thailand is
old-fashioned or that we are outdated. = Anyhow, we have enough to live on and to
live for, and this should be the wish and determination of all of us to see self-sufficiency
in this country. It is not that we will attain supreme prosperity, but we will have a
sustainable and peaceful country. If we keep this sustainability, we already can be
considered the top in comparison with other countries beset as they are by crises and
decline due to greed and rivalry for power, economic and industrial progress and
in matters of ideology. So, for me, it will prove to be a birthday present of lasting
value and benefit if each of you, with your ideas and power of persuasion, enjoin on
others who also have the same intentions, the determination to preserve the community
so that we are able to enjoy this reasonable way of life — and | stress the reasonable,
sustainable, and peaceful conditions — defending ourselves against anyone who may

want to rob us of our innate qualities.

You may feel a little uneasy today, because you have officially and categorically
been forbidden to bring any present, not even a flower or a shriveled leaf; these things
are considered unnecessary. | trust that all will be well with us if everyone fulfils his
duties, either to himself or in the way of his occupation or in the capacity as a Thai or
a human being, to be kind to one another and have fair and reasonable mind which
does not necessarily imply ever-ready agreement to the extent of always raising hands in
unison, the way the people like to make fun of those who do it in the Parliament, but
which does allow for differences of views based on reason and not on illusory arguments

or ulterior motives.
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However, recent incidents have occurred only because of the incorrect way of
thinking.  There have been cases of ulterior motives; of invoking virtue for evil; of
alleging another’s interest for the sake of self-interest; of using the misery of others for
one own’s power; of resorting to various theories in order to advance one’s own theory
and obtaining one own’s importance, not only in terms of executive or financial power
but also for the supremacy and infallibility of one’s own theory. As | said, | would
consider it as an invaluable birthday gift if all of you would put your heads and hands
together — though there could be some dissent which should, anyhow, be based
on reason and mutual understanding — for the supreme common goal, that is, the

well-being and safety of the nation.

| thank you all for being here and for bringing me greetings and encouragement.
Let such inspiration also be yours and guard everyone who really means well for
the common good, for our national solidarity and continued existence in peace and

happiness.

May you all meet with success in all your worthwhile undertakings. | wish you
the best of health, both in the mind and body.

First of all, before thanking you all for coming, | have to apologize for being
nearly one hour late.  This is because | have been intercepted upstairs by various
groups with their birthday wishes.  And | perhaps spoke with them a little too long,
so | came down here late, leaving you to wait on your feet in a limited space.
The officials have perhaps not told you that | would be late, so you have to bear

this inconvenience.  Anyway, thank you for your patience.

Professor Prapas Ouaychai has reported the names and the number of those who
have come today to wish me a happy birthday, but he has probably forgotten some
groups.  He did not mention the farmers.  Today, apart from members of associations
and foundations, officials from the armed forces, the police, the civil service, members
of religious and charity organizations and medical associations, there are members of
other organizations.  And members of cooperatives and two agricultural groups are also
present. | wish to thank them specially too for coming to this meeting, making this
assembly more fully attended.  Apart from these, there are representatives of different
institutions, companies, commercial and industrial enterprises.  Laborers have not been
mentioned either. | thank the laborers for coming with their wishes too, making this

meeting complete.

Apart from these, there are also those who do not belong to any organization
and are called groups of individuals. My special thanks go to them too for coming to
this meeting to demonstrate... Demonstrate is perhaps not the appropriate word —
it sounds like a protest — to show their goodwill and present their good wishes.  All
of you here are like representatives of the whole nation.  And this is why | am so

gratified, gratified that your good wishes are like a valuable birthday gift.

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In fact, the gifts you have brought me are of three, or more, categories.  One is
flowers; they are visible things.  Some gifts are for present and future use.  Presents
of another category are the good intentions that you have pledged as birthday gifts,
the intention to do good. These birthday presents are of two kinds.  One is the
occupation of every individual. Everybody has duties to perform, that is, each one’s
work.  If the work is well done, it will be praiseworthy and commendable. It will be
useful for the performer, because a conscientious worker will receive praise and
advancement. At the same time, a work well done will be successful and will prosper.

The success of individual enterprises will bring about prosperity of the whole nation.

Therefore, those who pursue their occupation wholeheartedly for the success
of their own work will also be instrumental in bringing about the success of the whole
nation.  The birthday present of the second kind is the extra work that the individual
does for the welfare of others or the community.  This kind of work will be directly
or indirectly beneficial to the community, and it should not interfere with the regular
duties.  On the contrary, it should complement the regular duties. It should help
elevate the standard of living and cultivate the spirit of public service and unity in the
country.  All this is a thing that can be considered another birthday present that you

have brought to me.

Apart from this, | agree with the official announcement that the royal
birthday should be marked with more subdued celebrations. Undue display is
unnecessary and wasteful.  On the other hand, there are many people who are not
present here today because they are out participating in activities for the good of the
country. | commend them for their worthy actions.  In short, all the things that you
do in your daily work and in special work, if they are well done, | consider them birthday

presents that will surely be of very good use.

It is evident that Thailand still stands as a nation.  Why is it that it can still exist
as a country? It has not yet crumbled down, the way some people predicted that,
by the end of this year, Thailand will not appear on the world map anymore.  This is
what | have heard. And later on, when the existence of Thailand is still evident, | heard
another story: next year “Thailand” would become “Dieland”. | have seen a map on
which Thailand was labeled as “Dieland”. It was some time ago that | heard about
this. | understand that it is a deliberate plan to obliterate our country from the
world map. We will not allow that to happen. | think that it is a kind of
intimidation plan.  But if we all remain united and help each other, we will
not die. And the proof is that everyone who is standing here is not yet dead.

This is not yet “Dieland”.
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Next year, they say, willl be a critical year; it will probably be critical every year if
they say so. Today will be a critical day if we believe blindly in astrology and
only wait for the auspicious time to come and for the catastrophic time, the deadly
time, the hostile time to pass. The astrologer may say that the good stars will be
eclipsed and the bad stars will make a big scene.  This will result in our destruction,

and there will be a great disaster.  If it is blindly believed, the worst may really happen.

(Note) This paragraph is meant to show that if one gives too much credit to
astrology, the predicted catastrophies will really take place because one will become

demoralized.

Now | have threatened you that you must all die.  But why is it that you laugh?
It is because everyone of us will be safe if we all have a firm conviction of our honesty
and determination.  Any action must not be taken for personal fame or power, but must
be taken for the preservation of the community, that is, the community which is our
home, our refuge.  We must be determined not to yield to the threats; we must think
with sound reason. | neither deny nor support astrology, but | say that if we are
threatened with disaster or death, we have to think it over with the law of cause and
effect in mind. At this moment, are we dead or are we alive? We must answer that

we are alive, because we can still carry on such a conversation as this.

If we had all died, we would have all become dust. One day we have to die,
but as long as we are still alive, we have to conduct our lives and our work in a
reasonable way. What are we living for? We are living to achieve happiness.
Everyone desires happiness, but if the happiness is purely personal, it will be
the happiness of a fool. Last year’s assembly was not so crowded as this year’s,
but it was already rather packed. Last year, | said that if an individual standing here
would claim more standing space, other individuals would suffer. In the end, the
selfish individual would suffer more because the others, however tolerant, would not
be able to bear the pressure anymore and would express their disapproval, or they could
go even further in the expression of their frustration.  Therefore, it is important that
one should be patient and keep one’s own happiness within bound without infringing

upon other people’ rights.

Harmony and cooperation is the meaning of unity.  Everybody says that there
must be unity, tolerance and cooperation for the welfare of the nation. But what
does all this mean? If someone in this meeting would demand excessive standing
space, claiming the right to personal comfort, other people would surely protest.

We can have peaceful co-existence only when there are unity, tolerance and
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cooperation. A larger person will take a larger space; a smaller person will require
a smaller space.  But some smaller person, occupying a smaller space, may be squeezed
in the middle and faint. Those who are around must practice unity, tolerance and
cooperation as well as compassion, and must come to the rescue so that the person

can breathe.

It is the same at the national level. If unity truly prevails, the nation can
survive.  In any country, it is considered common for people to be divided into
factions.  There are the military, the civilians, the police, those in uniform and those not
in uniform; there are the officials and the people; there are the seniors and the juniors,
the old dinosaurs and the young students.  There is division everywhere. However,
if the division is too seriously taken, the nation cannot survive.  There must be mutual

assistance.

Nowadays, much is said about the co-existence of the people within a country
or among countries.  Recently, we have heard something in this vein. It is rather
annoying.  They say that the teeth and the tongue are bound to have friction.
It is true that the teeth and the tongue must collide. Sometimes the teeth bite
the tongue. But who is the tongue? Who is the teeth? What’s funny is that when
the teeth bite the tongue, the tongue hurts, but when the tongue collides with the
teeth, the teeth are unperturbed and don’t feel a thing. The tongue must rely on
the dentist’s drill to hurt the teeth.  This comparison of the tongue and the teeth is
rather comical.  However, it is an old saying. In this comparison, if we want to
be comical, we should go all the way.  The teeth collide with the tongue, the tongue
hurts.  They say that the tongue is the people, the teeth are the capitalists.  They say
that the yoke must be thrown off; that is, the teeth must be pulled out. And what

will happen if all the teeth are extracted?...

(Note) The teeth and the tongue are bound to collide. A metaphor showing that

those who are close together are bound to clash.

Last month, we visited the province of Nakorn Panom, in the vicinity of
Mukdahan.  We found a woman who had only one tooth left. She complained
that food had no taste; without teeth, rice was tasteless. So | asked her if she
would go to the hospital to have false teeth fitted in.  She asked if that would hurt.
| told her that it would of course hurt just a little, but it can be done.  She accepted
the offer.  The whole operation including a checkup would take some time.  She was
willing because afterwards, she would be able to enjoy food. Now, the teeth
that would be fitted in would be false teeth.  When the tongue and the teeth collide,
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if it is our own tongue and our own teeth that collide, it does not matter so much;

it is in the family.

But why must there be a “but”? If we have to have false teeth fitted in,
the dentist will have to choose a set of false teeth from somewhere, (what brand
and from what country?) to collide with our tongue. Teeth, false teeth that is,
can be fitted in; they will be useful; they will make rice tasty.  But the rice is Thai rice
though sometimes it has the “Hanoi” brand on it.  And would false teeth of other
origin be accepted?  True... Now there are good quality dentures that are “Made in
Thailand”, but in view of the old saying that “the teeth and the tongue must collide”,
one must be careful lest the false teeth chew up the tongue. To think about it, this
whole business is rather worrying.  Personally, it is lucky that, for my age, my teeth
are still in a satisfactory condition. My dentist told me that for my age, my teeth are
not too bad. At the last checkup there was some wear and tear, nothing that could
not be fixed; false teeth are not needed yet. However, what they publicize in the

newspapers and on the radio about the tongue and the teeth is rather disturbing.

(Note) “Hanoi”. At that time there was a sale of Thai rice to South Vietnam, and that
rice was smuggled to North Vietham which in turn re-exported it to another country,

competing with Thai exports.

Please give this a thought. What | am saying is not a criticism of those of
you who use false teeth. | believe that you use them in a proper way. The
collision of the tongue and the teeth as a metaphor for unavoidable conflicts
is really comical; it is funny.  On the other hand, if one thinks a little deeper, one will
see that it is strange in many ways.  As | said a moment ago, the false teeth that bite
the tongue, from where do we get them?  That question is food for thought.  And
the more we think, the more worrying it becomes.  This feeling of incertitude may
bring us fear or some kind of uneasiness in our heart.  If we think too much, we will

not get a toothache but a headache.

You got a headache because you have listened to a story about the tongue
and the teeth. | will, therefore, give you a simple headache pill.  If we foster good
intentions and efforts, not merely lip service, but really good actions, that is, doing
constructive things, good things and actions that are not detrimental to others, for
both material and spiritual prosperity, we do not have to fear anything. We do not
have to fear anything because a man of integrity, even in the face of death, will be
fearless because he will die well. A good death means a glorious end, and the one

who dies well will have no worry; he has had an honest life.  Nobody wants to die,
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but if one does the right things, the good things, it will lead one to a peaceful death

when the time comes.

You may think that our life is rather short. ~ Why should we begin to do good now,
and of what use will it be?  Perhaps it is because we think that now, it is evident
that our nation is facing turmoil; there is the menace of dangers from all sides,
from within and from without. The general feeling that Thailand is beginning
to face dangers rises to the point that rumor had it that some individuals have
packed their bags, sold their assets and have already fled abroad. But these
people, who packed their bags, sold their assets and escaped abroad, thinking
that Thailand is in a bad shape, encountered all sorts of difficulties, having had their
belongings frozen in those countries they went to seek asylum.  They don’t know that
Thailand is a hospitable country.  Some foreigners from countries that are considered
civilized and developed countries, have left their own homeland and come to Thailand,

asking to settle down in this country.

Why is it that Thailand still stands? It is because we all have built up virtue,
that we have acted with good faith and good intentions. There may be some
involuntary mistakes, but the intention is good. It is like vaccination against diseases.
We must vaccinate beforehand if we want to achieve immunity. Doctors will
understand that in vaccinating, we must inject an appropriate dose of vaccine to be
able to achieve complete immunity. To achieve immunity against the dangers
the country faces, we must continually sustain our good deeds; this will perhaps
be tedious. But even so, don’t be discouraged yet. Sometimes a lifelong effort
is not enough. But why is it that Thailand still stands firm? It is because our
ancestors have accumulated good deeds for many long years, hundreds of years.
They have persevered in their efforts with integrity. As we have learned from
history, Thai warriors had fought for the security of our nation.  Thai rulers have
laid firm foundations for the country, and have preserved its independence
with such tenacity that enables us to enjoy the benefits of an invaluable

inheritance.

This inheritance, more correctly called “baramee”, has been built up since
ancient times and accumulated by stages; all the good deeds amassed are
the guarantee of the stability of the Thai Nation, but if we do not follow up, this
guarantee will be used up. Just now, | have mentioned that “baramee” is doing
good deeds. It is comparable to banking. There must surely be some bankers
in this assembly. If we accumulate enough money, we will be able to use the

interest without touching the capital.  If we use too much money or if we are not
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careful in our spending, if we eat into the capital, that capital will eventually dwindle
till there is no more capital left.  In the end, we will be... what is the word... if we use
more than we have in the account... the bank might let us overdraw for some time,
but if we overdo it, the banker will have us declared bankrupt.  In the same way, we
should not overdraw from the “baramee” account that our ancestors have amassed
since ancient times.  We must do our part in accumulating “baramee”, to guarantee

the nation’s safe future.

(Note) to accumulate “baramee”; accumulated good deeds done constantly will
become “baramee” which is the power and ability to do anything successfully and

safely; prestige, charisma, influence, merit, virtue, perfection, credits.

Thus, we will be able to assure the future of Thailand for our children,
grandchildren, and great-grandchildren.  We will probably not live to see those days,
but our feeling will be that of happiness if we can visualize our ancestors’ “baramee”
amassed since time immemorial, building up our nation. We have inherited the
country from them, and even at this time of crises, we do not have to be afraid; we do
not have to be afraid because we still have reserves.  But these reserves will quickly

be used up if we are not careful with them.

Economists, businessmen and bankers all know too well that individuals
who have money in the hundreds of millions, but mismanage their business,
can become bankrupt in only a few years. Thailand has built up “baramee”
for hundreds of years. If we are not careful, we can also become bankrupt in
the matter of only a few years.  But this kind of bankruptcy means that we will have
no place to live, and we will never be able to return to our home country.  Everyone
wants happiness; we, therefore, must work to earn that happiness; that is, we must

accumulate virtue; we must accumulate “baramee”.

| have made many comparisons.  You may be young people or grown-ups,
bankers or professors, policemen, soldiers or civilians, industrialists or laborers,
social workers or farmers, | am sure that everyone of you should understand in your
inner self that everyone must do the right things.  You must understand what | have
said. It must be your own decision. It does not mean that the listener must force
himself to decide because it was an order.  You must digest what you have listened

to and make a deliberate decision of your own free will.

Some of you here are Buddhists, some Muslims, some Christians, some Hindus,
practicing different religions.  You must refer to the principles in the scriptures

of your respective religions. Those who do not have a distinct religion can refer to
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textbooks on political doctrines, political sciences, psychology, or to any textbook
that you fancy, and you will find the answer.  You will understand what to do and how
todoit. We already have a country and have to protect it, not to destroy it. ~ Whoever
wants to destroy our country, try it; we’ll fight.  Whoever wants to destroy our country,
just beware; whatever their intention in destroying the country is, they will only
succeed in destroying themselves. They are to be pitied because they are actually
destroying themselves.  If we study history, if we study the past, these people are only

destroying themselves. It is pitiful.

Listen to my words and reflect on them. | do not profess to be teaching.
| only want you to teach yourselves; | want each of you to think for yourself.
Once you have given it a good thought, come back next year on December 4"
1976.  You are invited to come back to bring me ... this may sound like a demand ...
bring me birthday presents for 1976, which are the thoughts that you have refleced
and acted on. This coming year... isn’t this far-sighted?... is the year to have
constructive thinking, and that will be the presents | expect for next year.  This year,
the presents are the spirit of unity and the good work you have done.  Sometimes
we may have had terrible headaches, but we have done the best for the stability of
the nation, with unity and harmony.  These are the presents that | gladly accept, and

for which | am thankful.

Now | have spoken enough. If | speak much longer, those who are standing
here will not be able to stand any longer, and we will have to open a hospital
here; that would not be very auspicious. | only want to thank all of you for coming
to show you goodwill and give me encouragement.  May you all meet with success
and prosperity in all worthy causes.  May all your endeavours be realized. May you

be endowed with physical and mental health, and enjoy continued prosperity.

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Thank you for your kind wishes. It is very auspicious to see you come here
in great numbers, and | receive these wishes with my heartfelt thanks.  Today, | will
speak very briefly because | do not want to inconvenience you. | came down here
rather late because | had to pass many groups of people who all wanted to present
their good wishes, and they vowed that they would do their duties to the best of their
ability both for the public’s interest and their own so that the community’s as well as

the individual’s life will achieve stability.

Today, | said that | intend to speak only briefly because | know that you are
crowded in this place, waiting so uncomfortably that some had to overflow outside.
Standing here a long time may cause discomfort; however, please consider that
in anything that is troublesome, that is bad, some g¢ood can always be found.
| am happy to find you so crowded in here.  In fact, | know that you are uncomfortable,
but | am ¢lad that we are so close together to show that all those who have come
here — notwithstanding any difference of profession, age, occupation, or opinion — all
have the same wish of showing the unity of the nation; that is why you have crowded

here in a united effort.

This unity is very important, and must be shown.  That is why | am happy and
rejoice in your suffering.  Your suffering shows that what is more important than
suffering itself is that you consent to suffer in order to keep the unity.  This is @ most
vital thing, and today’s event must be carefully scrutinized. | don’t have to
speak any further on this subject because everyone knows very well what is suffering,

and what is good. If | want to give a further lecture on this subject, | should attempt

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to locate where suffering occurs and where goodness prevails; otherwise, your coming
here will be of no avail.  You want to help me realize the wishes that you gave me,
that | would obtain anything | desired, which is all the things that have pleased you, that
is, the safe keeping of the nation.  This is not my duty exclusively; it is everybody’s
duty. Anyone who want the stability of the country must generate unity which will

eventually bring about security.

We must consider that those who have any duty should do it well.  Moreover,
in the discharge of these duties, each one must do it without disturbing others
so that they in turn do theirs unhindered.  Another thing is everyone has duties to
perform, and has different degrees of expertise; one has to rely on others in doing the
things that one is not familiar with.  Therefore, people have to rely on one another
for support, and it is a good thing that there can be mutual reliance; this is mutual
goodwill.  If there is mutual goodwill, we can have what is most needed, that is, the
loving care of others. If we are considerate toward others, others will also be

considerate toward us.

That goodwill seems to be a thing that cannot be consumed, but goodwill
is the origin of mutual cooperation, cooperation in all aspects of life: safety, prosperity,
progress, and increased happiness.  Therefore, let me only say this: | want you to
consider that your present suffering embodies some good things; good in what way?
You must find it out by yourselves. | only wish that you will find that good thing,
and when you find it, you will discover many other things; you will be able to be in
the position to do useful things, for yourselves as well as for other people, and act for

the benefit of the whole community.

Today, | have not told you any tale, or any story, because | want to stop your
present sufferings, but | ask you not to stop thinking.  Please keep contemplating.
You have presented me with your good wishes; | reciprocate these wishes,
hoping you will meet with progress, health and happiness, security, and, most
important of all, you must be convinced that other people also have the same
resolution: the desire for happiness, and the desire to help create this happiness and
security.  If we hold the thought that others are also constructive, others are working
for it, we will be inclined to have mutual goodwill, mutual assistance, and mutual
affection, and know where goodness prevails.  You must not forget that our country is
rich in virtue; our country will hold on to its stability.  Eventually, we will be blessed

with happiness, comfort, honor, and the ability to have a life of prosperity.

On this occasion, may your good wishes return to you as you desired.  May

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Thank you for coming today and for the good wishes. | accept the goodwill
expressed, and | consider it as really good. The word “goodwill” may not be
genuinely good, but today it is good because you have all come of your own free will
and without formal invitation.  Speaking like this may not be quite polite; | am
nevertheless happy for your presence here. | must apologize to Khunying®
who uttered the kind words and ask for her permission to make a few observations.  On
such an occasion or meeting, | have to speak off the cuff. | must apologize because

sometimes | will have to make some comments concerning your good wishes.

Today, | see that you have come in great numbers; some groups are different, and
some are similar. It can be observed that the number of groups is in the hundreds, and
the number of individuals is in the thousands.  Every group has come to present good
wishes to an individual who has not yet had his birthday but is on the eve of reaching
the age of half a century.  Half a century seems a terribly long time, but the age of fifty
years does not sound so bad. My first observation is that two identical things that are
expressed differently can lead to different interpretations.  Therefore, words or actions
having the same intention, but are expressed slightly differently, though meaning
the same thing, may lead to interminable arguments, and this kind of quarrel
is a useless physical, mental, and other kinds of stress.  You have come to this

function to express your good wishes, so please be patient and hear my observations.

Everyone has wishes; they may not be considered good or bad. | do not know

how to put it, because one person expresses something good, and another person also

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expresses another thing which is good too, but they contradict each other. It cannot
be said that they express good or bad wishes because each one has his or her own
opinion. | would like to refer to this as one’s point of view, meaning how one looks
at other people judged from one’s position, either physically or mentally.  Each one
is virtually blind about the view on himself but has a view on others. Some see a
front view, some see a side view, and some see a back view. It means that from
each one’s position or point of view, other people or other things will be perceived
differently.  Each one has a different idea as well as different point of view.  This is
an important issue. | do not know if you will take it seriously or not.  Anyway you

can think about what you hear or you may just ignore it if you wish.

What is important is, as | mentioned a while ago, that you stand united in
working together for the common good, for the benefit of the nation. | am sure
that your intentions are really good — not sometimes good, sometimes bad — that
you aim at uniting your efforts in working for the nation. | say really good intentions,
meaning that each one aims his thoughts and his actions at doing good things for
the nation.  The difficulty in doing good for the community resides in the fact that
good or bad intentions all depend on the point of view or the position of each one,
which makes him act differently; this could bring about misunderstandings leading to
disastrous results for the community, because each one works for the community, but

his point of view is different.  These differences could lead to confrontations.

Supposing that there are two persons; a third person is looking at both of
them. The two persons can either be quarreling or having a discussion.  Each one
of them sees only one person, his interlocutor, but the third person sees two persons.
In the point of view of the third person, when those two are quarreling, they may have
the same idea, but those two are convinced that their opinions differ, hence the reason
for their dispute.  One of them says that the nation stands on the left, the other says that
the nation stands on the right.  Thus, they quarrel about left or right.  What criteria
should be used for deciding if the nation is left or right? It can be either way, because
the nation is neither left nor right; it cannot be neutral either.  If you take these words
which are kind of enigmatic and reflect upon them, you could find out that everyone has
given his assurance to help me by working in concert, in joining forces, but has different
opinions.  This very fact is worrying.  Everyone has good intentions but batters each

other. It is a problem that can be solved by everyone concentrating on self-scrutiny.

These are my observations on entering this hall and meeting you; these

ideas occurred to me along with many more.  Coming in here, | intended to speak

o



about unity as usual. You are all united in delegating one person® to speak on
your behalf, and this gesture has given me great joy and satisfaction, because it
shows that you have made a workable arrangement.  If each one wanted to express
the good wishes personally, each one would have to shout out the wishes; that
would be impossible to understand.  You have delegated a representative to speak
and express the good wishes; it was easily understood.  However, some could say that
the words expressed are not in accord with their personal feelings. | sympathize
with the speaker, because she has done her best, tried her best to express the feelings
or the intentions of each one.  Nevertheless, this is a most difficult task, because each

one has his own thoughts and is in a different position and different place.

When | entered this hall, actually even before | entered this hall, | was
conscious that there were people sitting here — no, not sitting — they were standing.
In fact, they should be better off if they were sitting; they would not suffer.
Those inside are standing here in front of me, or at least on the side. However,
those outside are behind me ... (laughter).  Ah, that is good! It means that those
outside can hear me. | was afraid that | could not be heard outside. Sometimes,
the sound system does not work properly.  But if you can hear me, listen. | say that
those outside are luckier than those inside (laughter), because those outside
can sit down. Actually, those inside can also sit if they want to. | have no
objection.  Those outside can sit, or they can walk.  Those inside cannot sit and cannot
walk. In fact, they are allowed to sit, but they might sit on each other because it is a
full house. If they walk, it would create a traffic jam. | seem to be digressing from

the subject.  In fact, there is no subject today; that is why it does not matter if | digress.

| met those outside first.  Upon arriving, my car was stopped. A policeman
signaled me not to go further, so | stopped; someone opened the door. When
the door was open. | could not walk; the door obstructed my way (laughter).  When
| could walk, | could not see anything because it was dark. As | proceeded,
| still could not see anything because of the blinding spotlicht on my face;
| could not see anybody (laughter).  Later on, when the light was turned off, I still
could not see anything because the light had blurred my vision (laughter). | must
thus ask for the indulgence from those outside for walking around without noticing
anybody (laughter). | only knew that there were many well-wishers, and | supposed

that they were smiling. | walked around and then came into the hall. At that

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moment, an idea occurred to me that those outside and those inside were in a different
status or position — There! | am returning to the original subject — and may not be
satisfied because those outside may want to come inside, and those here inside may
want to go outside.  Those who are in front may want to be behind.  Those who are
in the back may want to be in the front.  No one is satisfied, but some arrangement
has to be made so that everybody’s desire could be best met with; that is why this

arrangment has been made.

In fact, when | arrived, and the car stopped, | still had no idea how the function
been arranged. | must confess that | did not know how today’s meeting would
be conducted: would we be standing or be seated? What would be the number of
people outside and the number inside? | really did not know. | only knew that
there were a lot of people and many groups.  As | arrived, | was conscious that there
must be some discontentment.  Discontentment is not a good thing.  Where there
is discontentment, there is trouble. Anyhow, we must first consider what this
discontentment is about, then how to remedy it. ~ What passed my mind was should it
be remedied or not and how.  That is why | expressed it in my observations, showing
that nobody can be really satisfied.  Should any person say that he is totally satisfied,
that person is not telling the whole truth.  Nobody is fully satisfied; even an “arahat”

cannot be said to have full satisfaction.

An “arahat” has attained a state of freedom, not a state of satisfaction; he
has attained a state where he does not need to be satisfled. It follows that it will
be difficult for any person who still has satisfaction and dissatisfaction to have real
“satisfaction”. It is difficult for everyone to be satisfied.  This is what has passed
my mind. | think that should anybody in this meeting happen to be dissatisfied, | am
sorry to say that it is a situation which is difficult to remedy. The best way to obtain
satisfaction is to get rid of dissatisfaction. How can this dissatisfaction be avoided?
Think welll For what purpose did we come to this meeting? You have already attained
that purpose; that is, you came and expressed your good wishes by delegating a speaker
to formulate them.  This is one way of getting rid of your dissatisfaction. If your

dissatisfaction is curbed, you will attain relative satisfaction.  This is another observation.

The next observation resembles my first observation which was about what to
do, so that the nation would finally attain happiness and security.  Everyone might
have thought that my observations — | don’t remember how many — are all about the
actions, the attitude of each one that are difficult to uphold in order to perform each
one’s duties that would be proper and useful.  You perhaps think that | want you to be

merely useful to the community; that is right, to be useful to the community, because to



be useful to the community is to be useful to one’s own interest.  Everybody has the
desire to achieve personal interests, that is, self-satisfaction, but if one ignores the
interests of the community, self-interest will not be achieved, because if the interest
of the community is not achieved, the individual will collapse.  This is important;
therefore, this notion or this observation is a very important point. ~ Each one must
understand that real self-interest resides in the interest of the community, or the
interest of the community is the interest of the individual.  These two statements are
interchangeable; some expressions are not interchangeable, but these are: the interest
of the community is the interest of the individual, and the interest of the individual is

the interest of the community.  This is another observation.

The organization of today’s function has perhaps been inefficient, but everyone
knows it, and has heard the report about the different grouping of those who came.
The members of these different groups have different responsibilities and different
careers.  Most of them have a career but are also involved in other activities, meaning
that all the active members of associations, foundations, and volunteer groups
in this assembly have different activities and status, and notwithstanding these
differences, they have all come here to show a spirit of unity.  This is heartwarming
and it is an encouragement for one who is celebrating his half-century birthday.  This
observation will be my last one because it is rather late.  You have come here today,
bringing me encouragement, and | want to thank you and hope that you would receive
the result of your good wishes because, as | already said at the beginning, that you
have come here bringing your wishes that are mostly good wishes; bad ones are very

few or nonexistent.

However, wishes, either good or bad, do bounce back to the wisher, because
anyone who entertains good feelings will receive good feelings, and anyone who
entertains bad feelings will receive bad feelings. The one who is the target of bad
feelings does not feel anything because he only admits goodwill.  The scientist would
say that only goodwill is received because there is a kind of “diode” which makes
the circuit g¢o only one-way; only goodwill is acknowledged; bad feeling is not
accepted.  One is conscious of these bad feelings but does not register them because
they are useless. |, therefore, thank you for coming to express your feelings; they
may be good or bad; that does not matter.  Anyway you have shown your feelings
and these encourage me to work further.  When | say that | am encourage for further
work, | want you to be also encouraged, because this duty cannot be accomplished by

a sole worker. | have never boasted that | am the only active one.  This is because



our country, our community must not rely on any single individual. ~ For myself, | have

never considered | could work single-handedly.

The nation is composed of people.  If there are no people to make up the nation,
the nation is not a nation. |, therefore, ask of you to have courage too. A show
of good intentions gives encouragement.  May all your good wishes be disseminated
in all directions so that everybody benefits from these wishes, supporting each
other to form a big force.  Thus, there will be nothing to worry. | don’t have to say

for what encouragement these g¢ood intentions give; everybody knows.

May all your actions bring good results; may you have physical and mental

health and meet with no illness and no danger. | thank you.
